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IIn June 2010, Wisconsin became the first state in the nation
to adopt Common Core State Standards in English Language
Arts (ELA) and Mathematics. Common Core is an agree-
ment between the Council of Chief State School Officers
(CCSSO) and the National Governor’s Association (NGA)
to facilitate the writing and implementation of common

There is no requirement by Con-
gress or the president to adopt these standards. As of March
2011, 44 states and the District of Columbia have adopted
the ELA and Mathematics Common Core State Standards.

Wisconsin chose to adopt the Common Core for a variety of
reasons. Most importantly, these standards provide an im-
portant focus for student learning, allowing valid district to
district and state to state comparisons and a common yard-
stick for assessments. More information on these changes in

Eore.html]. Wisconsin is part of the Smarter Balanced As-
sessment Consortium (SBAC), and anticipates a new state
assessment for ELA and mathematics by 2014. This assess-
ment will combine state, district and classroom assessments
for public accountability, based on the standards, adaptive in
assessing student performance, computer-based, and provid-
ing timely information to students, teachers and parents to
inform instruction and improve student achievement. More
information on Smarter Balanced can be found here:

Included in the ELA standards is a section on disciplinary
literacy (“Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science &
Technical Subjects™). This is one part of Common Core that
will directly affect social studies teachers in Wisconsin.
Currently, DPI is working on the rollout of the literacy com-
ponent, and it is planned to be in place by the start of the
2011-12 school year. The standards themselves can be
viewed at: http://www.corestandards.org/the-standards).

Wisconsin is in discussion with 17 other states* and 15
member organizations** regarding Common State Standards
in Social Studies (CSS_SS).
