Educational background / past involvement in social studies education:
Since earning my B.S. in Social Studies Education, History, and Philosophy with a Concentration in Religious Studies from UW-Stevens Point in 2005, I have been serving fulltime as a high school social studies teacher in Wisconsin. I taught at Gibraltar High School in Fish Creek for three years and am currently in my second year at Montello High School. I’ve had the opportunity to teach seventeen different courses, including US and World History, Government, Psychology, Economics, Geography, Holocaust, and Current Events. The classes I’ve taught have included Advanced Placement, remedial, and online courses. My graduate-level education includes two Advanced Placement summer institutes, environmental education courses, adolescent literacy training, and Online Teacher Certification. My membership in WCSS began when I attended my first conference in 2006. I presented a session about using project-based learning at the 2010 WCSS Conference and hope to present again this year. 
What directions / improvements would you like to see for WCSS? 

First, recognize that, as a group, Wisconsin social studies teachers are our own best resource, and the WCSS is in a position to expand its role in facilitating our exchange of ideas. The current WCSS website should be expanded to provide a more useful forum for discussions, as well as a tool for submitting and reviewing resources. Free web-based services such as Google Docs would enable educators to share ideas, activities, and resources. Social networking sites could provide forums for ongoing discussions about important topics, such as professional development opportunities, DPI initiatives, and the Common Core Standards. Secondly, the WCSS should strengthen its role in the implementation of the Common Core Standards. The WCSS needs to provide teachers with the tools to complete Phases 1-3 of the Implementation Plan, and assist us as we make changes to our curriculum, instruction, and assessment in preparation for the 2014-2015 state assessments.
